INSTRUCTIONS
No new assignments are to be made in the frequency band 2010–2025 MHz. This includes assignments for existing licensees seeking to expand or modify their communications systems in this band.

REASONS
The ACMA originally embargoed this band to support planning for wireless access services (WAS). It has also been identified as a potential candidate band for electronic news gathering (ENG) services.

HISTORY
In June 2004 the embargo was extended for three months to enable the then ACA to consider the responses received to the discussion paper Proposed Allocation of Spectrum Suitable for BWA and Other Services released in April 2004.
In September 2004 the embargo was extended for one month to enable the then ACA to further refine its proposals in consideration of responses received to its paper Deployment of Broadband Wireless Access Services in the2 GHz Band released in July 2004.
In October 2004 the embargo was extended for two months to enable the then ACA to develop and implement the rollout obligations proposed in its paper Deployment of Broadband Wireless Access Services in the2 GHz Band released in July 2004.
[bookmark: BWA]In December 2004 the embargo was extended for six weeks to enable the then ACA to further refine its proposals in consideration of responses received to its Broadband Wireless Access Rollout Obligation - Discussion Paper released in November 2004.
On 8 February 2005 the embargo on the band 1900–1920 MHz was lifted. The embargo on the bands 1785–1805 MHz and 2010–2025 MHz was extended until further notice to allow the then ACA to consider its position regarding the use of these bands.
In September 2007 the embargo was revised to include editorial and formatting changes.
In January 2011 the embargo on the band 1785-1805 MHz was lifted. The embargo on the band 2010-2025 MHz remains until further notice considering its identification as a potential band for ENG.
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
