NOTIFICATION OF PROPOSAL TO VARY THE RADIOCOMMUNICATIONS (PROHIBITED DEVICE) (RNSS JAMMING DEVICES) DECLARATION 2014
Notice is given that the Australian Communications and Media Authority (ACMA) proposes to make the Radiocommunications (Prohibited Device) (RNSS Jamming Devices) Amendment Declaration 2020 (No. 1) (the Proposed Amendment Declaration), under subsection 190(1) of the Radiocommunications Act 1992 (the Act).  
The Proposed Amendment Declaration proposes amendments to the Radiocommunications (Prohibited Device) (RNSS Jamming Devices) Declaration 2014 (the Declaration).
The Declaration declares that operation or supply, or possession for the purpose of operation or supply, of radionavigation satellite service (RNSS) jamming devices, is prohibited. The Proposed Amendment Declaration would exclude RNSS repeaters from the scope of the Declaration. The Proposed Amendment Declaration would define RNSS repeater to mean something that is, includes or incorporates one or more devices that, when operated, receive RNSS radiocommunications and automatically transmit, or attempt to transmit, each RNSS radiocommunication they receive.  
The reasons for excluding RNSS repeaters from the Declaration are:
(a) an RNSS repeater is a radiocommunications device that, when deployed correctly, can provide broad public benefit;
(b) although RNSS repeaters are or contain devices that may adversely affect, interfere with, disrupt or disturb the reception of RNSS radiocommunications by RNSS receivers, they do so in order to serve a legitimate purpose, namely, to re-transmit the RNSS radiocommunications in a manner more likely to be received; and
(c) RNSS repeaters are legitimate devices that should not be prohibited by the Declaration.
