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Allotments 1 to 6 are for the commercial/community (Cat. 1) multiplex or commercial/community/national (Cat. 2) multiplex. 
Note that allotments 1 and 2 are co-channel with the Brisbane, Melbourne and Sydney metropolitan Cat. 1 multiplexes.  Allotment 2 is also co-channel with Adelaide and Perth metropolitan Cat. 1 multiplexes.  Allotments 3 and 4 are adjacent to planned or operating VHF television services.
Allotments 7 and 8 are for the national (Cat. 3) multiplex.
