		In this instrument:
accreditation principles means the Radiocommunications (Accreditation – Prescribed Certificates) Principles 2014, as in force immediately before the commencement of Schedule 5 to the Amendment Act.
accreditation rules means the Radiocommunications Accreditation (General) Rules 2021, as in force at the time Schedule 5 to the Amendment Act commences.
Act means the Radiocommunications Act 1992.
Amendment Act means the Radiocommunications Legislation Amendment (Reform and Modernisation) Act 2020.
General Licensing Accreditation means the kind of accreditation specified in paragraph 7(1)(a) of the accreditation rules.
item 26 means item 26 of Schedule 5 to the Amendment Act.
