On 26 October 2020, the ACMA finalised arrangements for area-wide apparatus licences (AWLs) in the 26 GHz and 26 GHz bands. AWLs are a ‘technology’ flexible licence which can authorise the operation of one or more radiocommunications devices within a defined geographic area at a frequency or frequencies specified on the licence, subject to the conditions included in the licence.
In accordance with the Radiocommunications Licence Conditions (Area-Wide Licence) Determination 2020 (the AWL LCD), a radiocommunications transmitter (unless exempt by the AWL LCD) must not be operated in the 24.7-30 GHz range unless it has its details recorded in the Register of Radiocommunications Licences (RRL).
[bookmark: _Toc55980693]Supplementary information 
In the immediate term, AWL devices are to be registered in the RRL using the existing arrangements for registering devices to be operated under a spectrum licence (using either the ACMA Lodgement Facility (ALF) or Intellidox). This means that some supplementary information is required where the relevance of certain data elements for AWL device registrations may be unclear. As the ACMA is unable to modify these elements in the immediate term the information in this document provides the ‘least-worst’ option. That said, technical elements which are required for assessing coexistence with future services will be able to be accurately recorded for AWL device registrations.
Table 1 provides supplementary information on certain device registration elements. Only the elements which do not have a clear relevance to AWL device registrations are listed here – details of elements not listed in Table 1 are available in the ACMA Lodgement Facility – User Guide.
